Length of Course: One semester

District Policies:

Academic Integrity:

Course Description:

Spanish V is a proficiency-based course with a strong oral and aural emphasis. Students, at the completion of this course, should be
able to function adequately in a Spanish-speaking environment.

Major Activities:

The textbook Abriendo Paso Gramadtica is used for this course. The course will cover all six (6) unidodes and etapas as well as all ten
(10) Pasos. One journal entry will be assigned each week and selected reading will be covered throughout the course. Students are
expected to speak only in the target language during afl class sessions.

Student Responsibilities:

Attendonce expectations: Attendance is an integral part of the students’ success in the classroom. Students are expected to
attend class regularly otherwise it is extremely easy to quickly fall behind. Since foreign language classrooms are skitl-building,
interactive, and sometimes fast-paced in nature, it is in the students’ hest interest to miss as little class time as possible.
Attendance will also be taken under consideration as one of the many factors involved for students’ class participation grades.

Homework expectations: Homework will be assigned aimost everyday. Homework is not intended as a punishment but rather
as an additional way for extra individual student practice and drilling for content memorization, retention, and mastery of the
skill/content being taught. When homework is assigned at the end of any class period, students are expected to complete it
and have it ready to be gone over during the next class session. In the event of incomplete homework, the student will then
receive a zero (0) for the day. At the end of each marking period, if the student has received more than two (2) zeros for missed
homework, then he/she will be deducted one (1) point of off their total average grade for each received zero after the first two.
The following homework system will be used:

1. Nohomework missed- 2pts. will be added to the student’s overall grade

2. One missed homework- 1 pt. will be added to the student’s overali grade

3. Two missed homeworks- no points will be added nor subtracted from the student’s overall grade

4. Three or more missed homeworks- 1 pt, will be subtracted from the student’s overall grade for each of tha zeros received
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Make-up work: Students will be given one (1} day for each day they are absent from class to turn in make-up work,
This applies to all class work, projects, and assessments.

Late work: Any work that is turned in late will lose five (5) points for each day that is iate. If the work is more than five
{5) days late, the student will receive a zero (0%) for that particular assignment.

Assessment;

Grading components:

*  Quizzes- Students will be administered several quizzes per chapter. The amount of quizzes will vary for each of the
chapters covered since some chapters contain more grammar components than others.

¢  Tests- Students will be administered one test per chapter.

*  Projects- Students will be expected to complete several projects throughout the course of the semester based on the
content covered. The projects will vary in nature.

s  Class participation- Students are encouraged and expected to participate in class. Students will receive a participation
grade at the end of each marking period based on their participation, attendance, behavior, and contributions to the
class. A grading rubric will be used for this assessment and will be given to the students.

Quarter Grades:

All of the students’ quizzes, tests, projects as well as a participation grade will be entered in the district’s computer
grading system “Power School.” Students’ quarterly grades will be determined by their total average (based on a point
system) as per Power Schoof. Each of the two (2) marking period grades makes up 43% of the students’ final grade.

Final Exam:

A final examination will be administered to students. The exam will assess students’ competency level on the four skills
of reading, writing, listening, and speaking as well as culture. This is a cumulative assessment. The exam is valued at
14% of the students’ final grade.
